(Congregation of Baptist Church stands.)

Because you, Pastor, and you, the people of this church, are the ones who are giving yourselves to
shared ministry in this place and community, we invite you to respond to each other.

People of Baptist Church (Lead by a Church Leader)

We believe that you, Pastor , are the man intended by God to be our pastor and leader
of our ministry.
